 Coronado California- Naval Special Warfare Motivators have announced an aggressive 
recruiting program in order to grow the Naval Special Warfare Community into support 
for Global War on Terrorism (GWOT).  The CNO has approved a plan to expand the 
SEAL Team’s by an additional 15% (270 enlisted) by 2006. This initiative will involve 
Commander Naval Recruiting Command (CNRC).
